ZONING TEXT AMENDMENT ORDINANCE 
 

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE PORT SHELDON 
TOWNSHIP ZONING ORDINANCE; TO AMEND SECTION 
4.27 RELATED TO ROAD AND HIGHWAY SETBACKS; TO 
AMEND SECTION 4.28 RELATED TO YARD 
ENCROACHMENTS; TO AMEND SECTION 4.37 RELATED 
TO FENCES’ AND TO AMEND SECTION 20.04 RELATED 
TO PRIVATE STREETS. 

 
THE TOWNSHIP OF PORT SHELDON, COUNTY OF OTTAWA, STATE OF 

MICHIGAN, ORDAINS: 
 

Section 1. Road and Highway Setbacks.  Section 4.27 of the Port Sheldon Township Zoning 
Ordinance (the “Zoning Ordinance”) is deleted in its entirety and marked “Reserved” as follows: 

Section 4.27 Reserved 

Section 2. Yard Encroachments.  Section 4.28.6 of the Zoning Ordinance shall be revised to 
state in its entirety as follows. 

6.  Uncovered walks, patios and driveways, and Parking Areas; landscaping; Fences; retaining 
walls; uncovered stairs providing direct access to the Lake Michigan shoreline; and similar 
customary and incidental Yard uses and Structures may be located in any required Yard. 

Section 3. Fences.  Section 4.37 of the Zoning Ordinance shall be revised to state in its 
entirety as follows. 

Section 4.37 Fences 

1. The following regulations shall apply to all Fences Erected, constructed or modified in 
Township: 

A. No Fence shall be Erected or constructed prior to the issuance of a Zoning Compliance 
Permit. In order to obtain such a permit, evidence of a survey, and evidence of Existing 
property stakes must be furnished to the Zoning Administrator. If deemed appropriate by 
the Zoning Administrator, survey stakes placed by a registered land surveyor may be 
required when the property line cannot be visually determined using Existing property 
stakes. This may be required to avoid future conflicts on the location of the proposed 
Fence.  
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B. Aboveground Fences shall not contain barbed wire, electric current, or charge of 
electricity except when used as part of a Farm operation.  

C. No Fences in the Township shall be located outside or beyond the property or Lot Lines 
of the Lot for which said improvement is placed.  

D. No Fence in the Township shall be Erected, constructed, located, or maintained which 
constitutes a traffic hazard because of obstruction of visibility.  

E. No Fences in the Township shall be Erected in any public Right-of-Way.  

F. All Fences in the Township shall be maintained to retain their original appearance, shape, 
and configuration. Elements of a Fence that are missing, damaged, destroyed, or 
deteriorated shall be replaced and repaired to maintain conformity with the original Fence 
appearance and design. 

G. Except as permitted or required elsewhere in this Ordinance, a Fence may not be Erected, 
constructed, located or maintained in a waterside Front Yard or a Side Yard of a 
Waterfront Lot. 

H. In all zoning districts, due to the design or construction of a Fence, one side of the Fence 
has a more finished appearance than the other, the side of the Fence with the more 
finished appearance shall face the exterior of the Lot. The Zoning Administrator shall 
determine the finished side of the Fence based on the situation and the type of Fence. If 
an adjoining property owner or resident disputes what the finished side is, they may file 
an appeal with the Zoning Board of Appeals to review the decision.  

I. A privacy Fence or obscuring Fence may be Erected in any zoning district not to exceed 
a height of six (6) feet to enclose a Swimming Pool or hot tub, provided the location of 
the Fence meets the Setback requirements applicable to the area to be enclosed. The 
privacy Fence may be a solid Fence and all other provisions of this Section shall apply.  

J. A Fence may be Erected in the AG-1 district only, not to exceed a height of ten (10) feet, 
to enclose a sports court such as a tennis court, basketball court, or pickleball court. Such 
Fence shall not be located in a Front Yard unless it is setback at least one hundred (100) 
feet from the Front Lot Line. 

K. A Fence used on a seasonal basis, such as a snow Fence, may be Erected in any zoning 
district no earlier than November 1 and shall be removed no later than April 15 of the 
immediately following year. Any temporary open wire Fence less than thirty (30) inches 
in height such as a garden Fence, may be Erected without a permit provided it complies 
with the above regulations.  

L. An existing nonconforming Fence shall be maintained in a safe condition. 

2. The follow regulations shall apply to all Fences Erected, constructed, or modified in the R-1 
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or LSR districts: 

A. No Fence in excess of six (6) feet in height shall be Erected, constructed, located or 
maintained in the Rear or Side Yards of any zoning district, unless otherwise allowed by 
this Ordinance. 

B. No Fence in excess of forty-eight (48) inches in height and more than fifty (50) percent 
opacity shall be Erected, constructed, located, or maintained in a Front Yard.  

C. The height of a Fence shall be measured from the average grade elevation within thirty 
(30) inches of each side of the proposed Fence. 

Section 4. Private Streets.  Section 20.04.1 of the Zoning Ordinance shall be revised to state 
in its entirety as follows: 

1.  A Private Street shall be located within a Private Street easement and shall be situated such 
that the shoulder shall be at least ten (10) feet from the edge of the Private Street easement.. 
Such easement shall not be less than sixty-six (66) feet in width. At any dead-end of such 
easement, the easement shall widen such that there is a minimum radius of sixty (60) feet. 

Section 5. Effective Date. The foregoing amendment to the Port Sheldon Township Zoning 
Ordinance was approved and adopted by the Township Board of Port Sheldon Township, Ottawa 
County, Michigan on ____________, 2026 after a public hearing as required pursuant to Michigan 
Act 110 of 2006, as amended.  This Ordinance shall be effective on ____________, 2024, which 
date is eight days after publication of the Ordinance as is required by Section 401 of Act 110, as 
amended, provided that this effective date shall be extended as necessary to comply with the 
requirements of Section 402 of Act 110, as amended.

In response to the Township’s request, we are pleased to submit this proposal to develop a 

comprehensive Asset Management Plan for the Township’s pathway network. The purpose of 

this plan is to evaluate current conditions, identify anticipated maintenance and rehabilitation 

needs, and provide a structured strategy to support long-term planning and budgeting. 

The assessment will utilize the MDOT approved SCAN analysis methodology (attached) to 

ensure consistency with state standards and best practices.  

 

Scope of Services 

 

Pathway Inventory             

• Conduct field evaluations and provide pathway condition ratings  

• Inventory and map additional features (retaining walls, fencing, signage, etc.) 

 

GIS Map Update        

• Integrate pathway condition ratings into GIS system  

• Map locations & conditions of pathway features 

 

Financial Plan          

• Prepare a 5-Year Capital Improvement Plan 

• Develop a 20-Year expense forecast to support asset sustainability 

 

Asset Management Report               

• Summarize data collection findings and system conditions 

• Provide maintenance and rehabilitation recommendations, including project cost 

estimates. 

 

Billings for the above scope of work will be invoiced monthly on a time and material basis, with 

a not-to-exceed fee of $13,000.  

 

If approval is given by the March 11, 2026 Township Board meeting we anticipate work can be 

completed by July 2026.

Township Board Members, 

I respectfully request the Board's approval to renew the Verizon contract for the two township-
issued cell phone plans assigned to the Township Clerk and the Building/Zoning Administrator. 

Under our current plan, the cost is $63.45 per phone per month, for a total monthly cost of 
$126.90 before taxes and fees. The current plan does not include mobile hotspot capability, 
which would be beneficial in situations where the township office loses internet service. 

The proposed Verizon plan would reduce the cost to $36.99 per phone per month, for a total 
monthly cost of $73.98 before taxes and fees. This represents a monthly savings of $52.92 for 
the township while also adding mobile hotspot capability at no additional cost. 

I appreciate your consideration of this request and respectfully ask for your approval to proceed 
with the new Verizon contract. I would be happy to answer any questions or provide additional 
information as needed.

All capitalized terms not defined in this Participating Addendum will 
have the same meaning provided in the Master Agreement. 
 
2. Participation: Use of specific NASPO ValuePoint cooperative contracts by agencies, 
political subdivisions and other entities (including cooperatives and non-profits) authorized by an 
individual state’s statutes to use state/entity contracts may be subject to the acknowledgement of 
the respective State Chief Procurement Official. Issues of interpretation and eligibility for 
participation are solely within the authority of the State Chief Procurement Official. Pursuant to 
NASPO ValuePoint rules and policies, entities in those states without a State Participating 
Addendum to the Master Agreement are eligible to participate in the Master Agreement to the 
extent not prohibited by their state and local procurement laws and regulations.  It will be the 
responsibility of the Purchasing Entity to comply with any legal or regulatory provisions applicable 
to the Purchasing Entity.
